As the branch cannot bear fruit of itself, unless it abides in the vine, neither can you, unless you abide in me. John 15:1-4

7. By what means does the Father prune or cleanse fruitful branches? Why does God prune branches that are already bearing fruit? [See vv2-3]
8. If the Word of Christ has such a powerful effect in our lives, how much should we value it? 

9. What is the difference between abiding in Christ and sojourning in Him?

10. Why is it mandatory for believers to abide in Christ and He in them? What proves that we are abiding in Him? Are you producing fruit? [See v4]
11. How good is your awareness of your permanent residence in Christ?
