TITLE: FAITH IN THE FATHER’S WILL
TEXT:  Matthew 6:9-10
After this manner, therefore, pray: Our Father in heaven, Hallowed be your name.

Your kingdom come. Your will be done on earth, as it is in heaven. Mat 6:9-10
INTRODUCTION
We cannot say we have faith toward God (Hebrews 6:1) without praying to Him and inviting His will to prevail among us. Otherwise, our faith is just a slogan. God forbid! Today we meditate on a part of the Lord’s Prayer for invaluable faith-nuggets.
QUESTIONS FOR REFLECTION & DISCUSSION

1. Why is this prayer commonly called the Lord’s Prayer? Is this prayer still relevant today? Why?

2. To whom should we address our prayers? What is the value of addressing God as Father rather than just as God?

3. How do we benefit from understanding that our Father is in heaven?

4. What is to hallow His name?

5. What is His Kingdom? Why should it come? If His Kingdom does not come, whose authority and reign will prevail?
6. What does the Bible mean by the Father’s will? How do the following terms help us understand the meaning and value of God’s will: His vision, plans, thoughts, purpose, foreknowledge, wisdom, love and compassion? See John 3:16; Jeremiah 29:11; Ephesians 2:10; Psalm 145:8-9; Romans 8:28-30.
7. What does it mean for God’s will to be done on earth “as it is in heaven”? Hints: How are things in heaven? Who is in control? Is there sin, disorder, conflict or lack in heaven? What will happen if heavenly conditions become our portion in our lives, families, communities, nations and world?
8. In light of the above, how often should we pray the Lord’s Prayer?
