TITLE: I AM COMMITTED AND WILLING!
TEXT: 2 Corinthians 5:17-21
17 Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; old things have passed away; behold, all things have become new. 18 Now all things are of God, who has reconciled us to Himself through Jesus Christ, and has given us the ministry of reconciliation, 19 that is, that God was in Christ reconciling the world to Himself, not imputing their trespasses to them, and has committed to us the word of reconciliation. 20 Now then, we are ambassadors for Christ, as though God were pleading through us: we implore you on Christ’s behalf, be reconciled to God. 21 For He made Him who knew no sin to be sin for us, that we might become the righteousness of God in Him.

2. What is the relationship between our reconciliation with God and our ministry (2 Cor. 5:18)?  

3. What is the definition of reconciliation as used in today’s text? 

4. What do we understand about God’s view of and will towards unsaved people in v19? How can we apply this in our mission? 

5. Who are the ‘ambassadors’ referred to in v20? Discuss the definition, status and duties of an ambassador. 

6. How aware are you of your ambassadorial status, message and responsibilities?
7. How does an understanding of v21 help us in our ambassadorial mission? In carrying out evangelism how are you going to overcome the barriers of racism, nationality and tribalism? 

8. How committed are you and how do you plan to maximise your ambassadorial mission for Christ?
