Therefore let us go on toward perfection, leaving behind the basic teaching about Christ, and not laying again the foundation: repentance from dead works and faith toward God, 2 instruction about baptisms, laying on of hands, resurrection of the dead, and eternal judgment. Hebrews 6:1-2

6. What is the foundation in this case?

7. Compare and contrast the two houses’ stability in the face of harsh conditions. What made the difference? 

8. Which “house” would you like to be? How can you achieve that?
