TITLE: KEYSTONE OF FAITH TOWARD GOD
TEXT:  Hebrews 6: 1-2, Ephesians 5:17, Ruth 1 & 2
Therefore, leaving the discussion of the elementary principles of Christ, let us go on to perfection, not laying again the foundation of repentance from dead works and of faith toward God, 2 of the doctrine of baptisms, of laying on of hands, of resurrection of the dead, and of eternal judgment. INTRODUCTION:
The word of God is very clear about God’s expectation of His children to grow into maturity. As God’s children, we ought to grow and mature in all facets of our lives. Besides growing spiritually, we are also expected to grow socially, financially, professionally and in other areas of our lives from the basics toward maturity. This week we look at some of the principles of setting oneself up for growth.
QUESTIONS FOR REFLECTION & DISCUSSION

1. According to Ephesians 5:17 we should understand what the Lord’s will is. How does understanding the Lord’s will help us in the path for growth?
2. What does Bethlehem mean and how will you compare it to our day-to-day living? How does remaining in Bethlehem (House of God) help your development? What are the pitfalls of rushing to Moab (World)?
3. In Ruth 1:16 we learn about Ruth’s consistency, perseverance and faithfulness. How do these qualities help us in our spiritual and natural progression/development even under desperate situations? Why and how does it help, looking into the character of Ruth vs. Orpah?
4. What lessons do we derive from the character of Ruth in Ruth 2:2?
5. How much progress or development do we expect from people that are lazy to pray, lazy to study the Word, lazy to participate in the things of God, church activities and so forth?
6. In Ruth 2: 4-10 we learn another key to development, that is language--the way we talk to others and how we respond. Can you think about and discuss in what way you think the way we talk to others, respond to others and our general language in general is key to growth?
7. How does our language reflect our faith toward God? Personally, how would you like to apply this principle in your life today?
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
