TITLE: APPREHENDING THE BAPTISMAL REVELATION (II)
TEXT: Col 2: 11-14
11 In Him you were also circumcised with the circumcision made without hands, by putting off the body of the sins of the flesh, by the circumcision of Christ, 12 buried with Him in baptism, in which you also were raised with Him through faith in the working of God, who raised Him from the dead. 13 And you, being dead in your trespasses and the uncircumcision of your flesh, He has made alive together with Him, having forgiven you all trespasses, 14 having wiped out the handwriting of requirements that was against us, which was contrary to us. And He has taken it out of the way, having nailed it to the cross. Colossians 2:11-14
INTRODUCTION
This week we explore the revelation of baptism from the perspective of Colossians 2. Its linkage with the principle of circumcision sheds awesome light on the relevance and significance of this sacrament. Enjoy!
QUESTIONS FOR REFLECTION & DISCUSSION

1. According to Genesis 17:11, what did circumcision symbolize? What does “covenant” mean?

2. Who else are covenant people? What are the benefits of being in covenant with God? (See Luke 22:20; Genesis 12:3; 17:1-8)

3. What happened to your whole self when Christ circumcised you? Old Covenant circumcision was physical. What is the nature of New Covenant circumcision? (See Col. 2:11)
4. How are the rites of circumcision and baptism related?

5. We were buried together with Christ in baptism. What comes first before the burial? How do we die together with Christ?

6. What is the significance of burial in baptism? Do we have some things that need to be buried in our lives? Give examples.

7. On the third day Christ rose from the dead. What is the significance?

8. Should there be difference between the life before baptism and the life after baptism?

9. When Christ was resurrected he showed himself to his disciples. Does it mean there has to be some evidence to show that we are resurrected into new life?
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
